PROPOSED BYLAWS CHANGE FOR OFFICERS’ UNIFORMS
TO BE PRESENTED AT MEMBERSHP MEETING JUNE 27, 2018

Proposed:  Amend Article V Sections 1 and 2 to reflect the addition of uniforms for female officers and to modify the current bylaw to reflect the current accepted white cap, with the particulars for the uniforms, for male officers. Further add a provision for Past Commodore flag and clarification of Member cap.
ARTICLE V: UNIFORMS, CAP DEVICES, PENNANT
 

Section 1: Uniform.
A. Winter: 

For men, the regulation winter uniform shall consist of a the blue top white cap with black visor and gold chin strap, black double breasted coat and matching trousers, white shirt, black four-in-hand tie, black belt, black socks and black shoes. For women, the regulation winter uniform shall consist of the white women’s cap with black visor and gold chin strap, black single breasted coat and matching skirt or slacks, white shirt, black cross tie and black shoes. The uniform coat shall display as follows:
1. By the Commodore: Five stripes of heavy black mohair tubular braid, three-eighths of an inch wide, the first placed two inches from the end of the cuff; the others above, and one-quarter inch apart, the upper stripe ending in a described trefoil on the upper side of the sleeve with gilt stars, one-half inch in diameter, placed one in the center of each loop of the trefoil on each sleeve;
2. By the Vice Commodore: Stripes as above, with gilt stars placed one in the center of each of the lower loops of the trefoil on each sleeve;
3. By the Rear Commodore: Stripes as above, with a gilt star placed in the center of the upper loop of the trefoil on each sleeve;
4. By the Secretary, Treasurer, Fleet Captain, Fleet Surgeon, Measurer, Chaplain and Regatta Chairman: Two stripes as above, with the trefoil on each sleeve;
5. By members: One stripe as above, with the trefoil on each sleeve;
6. By Ex-Flag Officers: Ex-Flag Officers shall be entitled to wear on each sleeve the designation of their highest rank, but with silver stars in place of gold;
 

B. Summer: 
For men, the regulation summer uniform shall consist of a white cap with black visor and gold chin strap, dark blue blazer, white trousers, white shirt, dark blue or black four-in-hand tie, white belt, white socks and white shoes. For women, the regulation summer uniform shall consist of a white women’s cap trimmed in black, and gold chin strap, dark blue blazer, white skirt or slacks, white shirt, black cross tie and white shoes.
The blazer jacket shall bear a round patch on the left breast pocket, circumscribed with gold braid, emblazoned with a trefoil of gold braid and a representation of the Club pennant beneath the trefoil. Officers or ex-flag officers may exhibit on the trefoil the emblems of their rank as provided for  devices.
Section 2: Cap Devices. The following cap devices shall be worn:
 

1. By Commodore: Two crossed fouled anchors, one and three-eighths inches in length, with flukes down, embroidered in gold. At the intersection of the anchor shanks there shall be a raised disc, five-eighths of an inch in diameter on which is centered a blue five-pointed star on a white circular weld surrounded by a red border three-sixteenths of an inch wide, and encircled by a narrow gold bullion. A gold star one-half inch in diameter shall be placed left, right and above at each end of the anchors with a space of three-sixteenths of an inch between anchors and the stars.
2. By Vice Commodore: Same as Commodore, omitting the star above.
3. By Rear Commodore: Same as Commodore, omitting the left and right stars.
4. By Secretary: Same as by Fleet Captain, substituting a maple leaf in gold for the horizontal anchor.
5. By Treasurer: Same as by the Fleet Captain, substituting an acorn in gold for the horizontal anchor.
6. By Fleet Captain: Same as by member with an anchor in gold, one-half inch long, placed horizontally above the crossed fouled anchors.
7. By Fleet Surgeon: Same as by Fleet Captain substituting right angle red cross with arms of equal length for the horizontal anchor.
8. By Measurer: Same as by Fleet Captain, substituting, a horizontal gold bar for the horizontal anchor.
9. By Chaplain: Same as Fleet Captain, substituting, for the horizontal anchor, a right angle gold cross with horizontal arms shorter than the vertical.
10. Regatta Chairman: Same as by Fleet Captain, substituting a vertical fouled anchor in gold for the horizontal anchor.
11. Members: Same as Commodore, except a black chin strap and omitting the stars.
12. Past Commodores, Vice or Rear Commodores: same as their highest rank, substituting silver stars for gold.
 

Section 3: Pennants. The Club pennant shall consist of a blue five-pointed star on a white ball placed on a red isosceles triangular weld, and shall be flown with the single point of the star upward, at the proper time and place only by members in good standing.
 

1. The Commodore, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with a white fouled anchor encircled by thirteen white stars.
2. The Vice Commodore, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular red flag with a white fouled anchor encircled by thirteen white stars.
3. The Rear Commodore, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular white flag with a red fouled anchor encircled by thirteen red stars.
4. The Secretary, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with white crossed quill pens in the center.
5. The Treasurer, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with a white acorn in the center.
6. The Fleet Captain, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular white flag with a blue fouled anchor in the center.
7. The Fleet Surgeon, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with a white Staff of Caduceus in the center.
8. The Fleet Measurer, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with a white horizontal bar or ruler in the center.
9. The Fleet Chaplain, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with a white cross in the center, the horizontal arms of which are shorter than the vertical.
10. Regatta Chairman, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with a red vertical fouled anchor supported by two white letters "R.C."
11. Past Commodores, when afloat, shall fly a rectangular blue flag with a white fouled anchor with three stars aligned vertically along the hoist.
